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3. Public Comment-none 

 

4. Approval of Minutes, August 21, 2019 Meeting 

Semonski moved to approve August 21, 2019 Meeting minutes and Guerra seconded. Motion 

carried. 

 

5. Recommend to Policy Committee August Financial Report and Performance Report – Memo 

Casey moved to recommend approval of the August Financial Report and Performance Report 

by Policy Committee and Guerra seconded.  Motion carried. 

Harms noted there have been no major expenditures to show for this month’s report, but expect 

some to come now that the Policy Committee and the Commission approved a resolution for 

out of state travel. 

 

6. Public Hearing – Transportation Improvement Program FY2020-2023 

Casey mad a motion to open the public hearing for the FY2020-2023 Transportation 

Improvement Program. Benecke-McLaren seconded the motion and it carried.  

Harms gave a brief introduction of the document to the committee, defining the program, its 

process and intent. Some changes in this years’ document include a reorganization of projects 

that puts them in order based on their implementation year. He reminded the committee that 

there are still no new IDOT projects, but wanted to make sure local projects were updated for 

this year’s program. 

The document has been out for public review since the first of the month and will continue for 

30 days. Comments have already been received regarding the threshold of administrative vs. 

committee-vote amendments to the document.  

• Urich commented that staff may want to closely examine the language regarding 

Environmental Justice, specifically the part about disproportionate use of funds, because 

it was confusing and not needed.  

• Worsfold asked when the comment period would be over. Harms replied with Oct 2, 

2019. 

• Miller reminded the group that when it comes to process, there is a lot of existing 

variance among MPO’s in the state. If this group wants to make a change to the current 

process, it just needs to be documented and approved in the proper manner.  

Meyer motioned to close the public hearing. The motion was seconded by Fink and carried. 

 

7. Recommend to Policy Committee FY 20-23 Transportation Improvement Program – Attachment 

Fink moved to recommend to Policy Committee FY 20-23 Transportation Improvement 

Program. Casey seconded and the motion carried.  

• Stoffer asked to clarify that we would be recommending this to Policy, but will 

potentially have more comments. 

• Andrews commented that there would also likely be a large amendment of IDOT 

projects coming.  

• Miller offered that Harms would keep the group informed of such activities. 

• Stoffer voiced concern that the Technical committee might not see it [before Policy 

approves]. 
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• Harms admitted that could happen, but it has been this way before. Also, the Policy 

Committee meeting would allow for Stoffer, other Technical Committee members, and 

the public to provider further comment prior to their vote to approve the document.  

 

8. Discussion of Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG/STU) funds – Memo 

The existing conditions and considerations affecting the local programming of STBG are 

described below: 

- Policy Committee approved TIP Amendment EP-20-01 last meeting. This means there are a 

significant amount of remaining dollars from the FY20 STBG allotment.  

- Also, in the last Call for Projects and programming process for FY23-24 STBG funds, 

PPUATS approved a pilot program to set aside 20% of each year’s funds for resurfacing 

activities. That came with stipulations: 

- Not allowing a community to receive funding from both the resurfacing pot and 

the larger reconstruction/new construction pot. 

- Not allowing a community to receive funding in future rounds from the same pot it 

may have been awarded in previous funding rounds.  

- In light of “Rebuild Illinois” Capital Program, PPUATS had decided to delay a Call for 

Projects for the STBG program until communities would have a better understanding of 

their MFT increases and a final listing of projects explicitly funded in the approved capital 

program.  

 

• Andrews asked how far things can get pushed out before it’s a problem.  

• Harms replied that FY20 funds don’t expire but could perhaps come under the eye of 

recision efforts. There is no official timetable. PPUATS could program the $5.8M 

(leftover EP-20-01 funds and expected FY23-24 allotments) in one big round. 

• Miller asked if anyone knew details of a bonding memo related to the capital program 

that was expected this week. 

• Fink detailed there would be 1.5 billion for locals and that it would be delivered through 

the existing formula. He was unsure of when this would happen because the IDOT 

Mulit-Year Program is such a headache. October 15 was a suggested deadline for the 

MYP’s release – it was felt that it would turn into Armageddon if released any later. 

Some locals have legislative priority-projects that should be included in the MYP.  

• Fink suggested we program STBG funds early next year 

• Harms indicated that could happen, if it’s the will of PPUATS committees.  

• McLaren asked whether the legislative priority-projects issue may be cleared up during 

veto session. There is currently no public listing of transportation projects. Legislators 

could veto the MYP if they don’t like what they see.  

• McLaren added that there have been two MFT checks – one with original funding 

amount and another with the 19-cent MFT increase portion. All of these funding streams 

play into locals decision on how they want to use their part of the 1.5 billion, which will 

be spread over more than one year. 

• Andrews asked if we should push our decisions further out – until after October 15th, 

since that was the date Acting Secretary Omer has cited. 

• Miller asked if the committee could still decide on whether to program the one lump 

sum of STBG or separate out the programming of remaining FY20 funds and the 

expected FY23-24 allotments. He also reminded the committee that continuing the 

PPUATS Technical 04



 

resurfacing program is also a decision that needs to happen. Staff would like to have 

things as ready as possible so we can go ahead whenever it is that PPUATS decides to 

program funds. 

• Andrews noted that since the last round there has been lots of mapping and PCI data 

collection and assessment activity. Those details should be sorted out.  

Staff will republish the link to the online map of PCI data for STBG-eligible routes, however 

there was no PCI information collected for roads outside the urbanized area but within the 

metropolitan planning boundary. 

In response to concerns about Fandel Road in Germantown Hills, staff clarified that the road 

is eligible for STBG, however because of its functional classification at the time of PCI data 

collection, it was not included in the scope of work for the pavement management program. 

 

• Fink volunteered that Tazewell County is very supportive of the resurfacing set-aside. He 

believes it is good for the public, and the region as a whole. It helps communities leverage 

finite funding – the capital program won’t be enough. Resurfacing is still only allotted 20%, 

so it would be worth calculating how many miles could be done at a different split, like 

50%/50%. Fink illustrated that he could bond out 50% of his MFT and have more local match 

for STBG grants, resurfacing only.  

• Coulter inquired about IDOT ratings and what conditions indicated fatal flaws where 

resurfacing activities would not be permitted. 

• Andrews suggested to halt discussions of the scoring of resurfacing projects. First it would 

be worthwhile to investigate how many miles of resurfacing could be done at a 50%/50% 

match. A PCI of 64 is about the cutoff for maintenance/non-reconstruction activities.  

• Staff reminded the committee that the region’s weighted average PCI of 65.  

• Miller surmised that this would be a small project for staff to produce different scenarios 

based on PCI and potential funding levels, so should it be done in a vacuum or should there 

be guidance via committee?  

• Meyer suggested the November Technical Committee Meeting as a deadline for staff 

presentations of STBG scenarios due to the tentative October 15 MYP release date. He 

reiterated Fink’s position that this has the potential to [beneficially] affect so many 

communities.  

• Andrews asked if the guidance committee would be the same group of individuals as 

before. Meyer posited that it should be, yes. Andrews suggested it should be one or two 

meetings at most – a chance to get input from the most vocal people.  

 

9. Discussion of Special Transportation Planning Studies and State Metro Planning Funds 

The Special Transportation Planning Studies call for projects opened months ago. There were 5 

projects submitted, totaling $150,000 in requests for the $90,000 pot. Those projects are: 

 

The Bob Michel Bridge Study is one where we will seek guidance from IDOT to determine 

which tasks in the scope of work would be considered planning (eligible for funding) or 

engineering (ineligible for funding from this source).  

Beyond the $90,000 there are State Metropolitan Planning in the amount of $100,000 that were 

committed as match dollars for the USDOT ADS Demo Grant. That grant application was not 

successful, so staff is seeking guidance from this committee as to the use of this year’s $100,000.  
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• Livingston asked whether there will be a similar grant opportunity coming up in the 

next year. 

• Miller replied yes, but because we receive these funds every year, we could use future 

years’ allotments as match and reprogram the current $100,000 of funding. There is also 

the chance that grant application partners may want to pursue a project with the $1.2M 

of local government match dollars, and perhaps additional private match money.  

• Guerra asked whether we could get a recommendation and then decide next month 

• Miller suggested the committee could also approve the $89,000 of Special Transportation 

Studies projects and let the Bob Michel study float.  

 

10. Updates 

a. Long-Range Transportation Plan 

Harms announced that there should be a heavy packet coming out soon and a list of 

projects previously submitted in the last LRTP 

b. IDOT Local Roads 

Ken Park had nothing to share from Local Roads office. 

When asked about rumors of a delay in the ITEP application process, Park confirmed. 

Letsky also identified a memo on IDOT’s website which announced a delay until next 

summer. 

 

11. Other 

a. Next meeting scheduled for October 16, 2019 

The APWA Snow Roadeo hosted by the City of Peoria and Peoria County showcased 

local plow operators. No scores were given. The event will be up here again next year 

(previously a downstate event). Guerra added that Pekin Highschool art students 

contributed by painting a plow. 

Andrews reminded the group that the Illinois Public Works Mutual Aid Conference is 

Tuesday October 15th in Bloomington. Registration is free and the first 100 people get 

free lodging.  

 

12. Adjournment

Background 

At their September meeting, the PPUATS Technical Committee directed staff to assemble a 

subcommittee of Technical and Policy members to discuss and recommend process, instructions, and 

criteria for the FY23-24 STBG (formerly named STU) funding round. The subcommittee met at the 

offices of Tri-County Regional Planning Commission on October 16, 2019. 

Call to Order/Roll Call 

Called to order at 9:00am. In attendance: Barry Logan (Policy), James Dillon (Policy), Terrisa 

Worsfold, (Technical), Patrick Meyer (Technical), Craig Fink (Technical), Nick Stoffer (Technical), Ed 

Andrews (Technical), Kyle Smith (Village of Hanna City), Lees (staff), Harms (staff). 

Discussion of Unprogrammed FY20 STBG Funds 

Harms reminded subcommittee members that the City of East Peoria reduced the scope and cost of the 

FY20 STBG project, Camp St/River Road Intersection, to only require $800,000 in STBG funds. This 

change leaves approximately $2.1M of PPUATS’ $2.9M FY20 STBG allotment unprogrammed. He also 

reminded the subcommittee that all six selected FY21-22 STBG projects (three reconstruction and three 

resurfacing) received prorated funding amounts:

Broadway Rd. Resurfacing $550,000 $442,250 

Total $6,093,000 $5,400,000 

The subcommittee discussed various options for the unprogrammed FY20 funds. Options included 

using the funds to restore the FY21-22 to their requested STBG funding levels, adding the 

unprogrammed funds to the FY23-24 STBG funding round, or opening a separate funding round for the 

FY20 funds. The subcommittee agreed that putting the funds to use in the broadest, most impactful way 

should be a priority. They also acknowledged, however, that all communities receiving funds in FY21-22 

accepted lesser amounts in order to fund more regional projects. 

Based on this discussion, the subcommittee agreed that $693,000 of the unprogrammed FY20 STBG 

funds should go toward restoring FY21-22 projects to their requested funding amounts and the 

remaining funds should be incorporated into the FY23-24 funding round: $1,125,600 going toward the 

traditional STBG program and $281,400 toward the maintenance set-aside pilot program. 
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PPUATS Technical Committee  2 

October 16, 2019 

Discussion of Maintenance (Resurfacing) Set-Aside Pilot Program 

Harms reminded the committee of the Technical and Policy Committees’ discussion regarding the 

maintenance set-aside at their August joint meeting. The committees agreed to continue the pilot 

through FY23-24, noting the difficulty of evaluating the success of the program until the first round of 

projects has been completed. Harms invited the subcommittee members to suggest any changes 

regarding the rules or selection criteria for the pilot. 

(1) Meyer suggested a modification to the maintenance set-aside General Eligibility requirements, 

specifically No. 8 (additions marked in bold): 

A jurisdiction that received funding for new roadways, existing roadways, or 

resurfacing in either FY21 or FY22 is not eligible to receive funding for resurfacing 

in FY23 or FY24 if the program continues. 

Meyer asserted that under present resurfacing rules, STBG-eligible roadways in larger communities 

may continue to receive resurfacing set-aside dollars disproportionately compared to those in smaller 

communities. STBG roads in larger communities typically carry larger amounts of traffic and are more 

likely to score highly in project prioritization. Meyer posited a scenario under the present rules where 

larger communities may “alternate” between receiving funds for traditional STBG and STBG 

resurfacing in subsequent rounds. He maintained that such a scenario is not regionally equitable. By 

restricting the maintenance set-aside to projects in communities that received no STBG funding in the 

previous round, resurfacing dollars may be better dispersed throughout the region. 

The subcommittee discussed Meyer’s proposal. Positives included a better chance of STBG funds going 

toward projects in more communities, creating greater regional parity. Concerns included the increased 

number of communities that would be excluded from the maintenance set-aside (East Peoria, Morton, 

and Peoria County would join Peoria, Pekin, and Tazewell County in being ineligible), prioritizing 

individual communities over the larger regional system, and risk of these changes resembling sub-

allocation of STBG funds (per FHWA sub-allocation of STBG funds is not allowed). After discussion, the 

group agreed to move forward with the proposed change pending review/approval by FHWA. 

 (2) Fink suggested the following changes to the scoring criteria for maintenance set-aside applications with 

input from Andrews (additions marked in bold, deletions struck): 

Pavement Condition Points 

Excellent (PCI 100-81) 0 

Good (PCI 80-61) 30 40 

Fair (PCI 60-41) *with add’l justification 20 40

Very Poor (PCI 20-0) 0

Jurisdiction commits to using local funds to make req’d ADA improvements 10 

Neither of these 0

Fink recommended removing the maximum 10 points for ADA compliance. He noted that Title II of the 

Americans with Disabilities Act already requires construction of curb ramps when resurfacing a 

roadway that has sidewalks. He asserted that those 10 maximum points were better suited for pavement 

condition, since federal law requires ADA compliance anyway. The subcommittee agreed to this change 

following discussion. 

Fink also recommended modifying the points structure, awarding 40 points to road segments in the 

“Good” and “Fair” pavement condition ranges and awarding 0 points to road segments in the 

“Excellent,” “Poor,” and “Very Poor” pavement condition ranges. He maintained that only road surfaces 

in “Good” and “Fair” condition are good candidates for resurfacing; pavement in worse condition likely 

has base degradation that would render resurfacing ineffective. Fink added that pavement in “Fair” 

condition may also have significant base issues. He suggested that maintenance applications for “Fair” 

roads include analysis from a third-party firm confirming that resurfacing is an appropriate treatment. 

The subcommittee agreed to the proposed changes following discussion. 

(3) Fink suggested a minor clarification to the maintenance set-aside Eligible Activities, specifically No. 2b 

(additions marked in bold): 

2. The following … are eligible when done in conjunction with a resurfacing project: 

 b. Base repair, if the cost is 6% or less of the project 

The Ineligible Activities section already lists, “Base repair, if the cost is more than 6% of the project.” 

The subcommittee agreed to the proposed change. 

Recommend to Technical Committee FY23-24 STBG Instructions & Criteria 

The subcommittee offered no changes to the FY23-24 New/Existing Roadway Instructions & Criteria. 

Fink moved to recommend to the Technical Committee FY23-24 STBG New/Existing Roadway 

Instructions & Criteria as presented and FY23-24 STBG Maintenance Set-Aside Instructions & Criteria 

with modifications. Meyer seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

The Peoria-Pekin Urbanized Area Transportation Study (PPUATS) is the Metropolitan Planning 

Organization (MPO) for the Peoria/Pekin urbanized area. One of the responsibilities of the MPO is to 

program federal Surface Transportation Urban (STU) funds allocated on an annual basis to the urbanized 

area through the Illinois Department of Transportation. 

The 

FAST Act rebranded the STU program, combining it with other transportation funding programs to form 

the Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG) Program. Despite the rebranding, STBG functions 

similarly to STU and provides federal dollars for regionally-significant transportation projects on Federal-

Aid-eligible roadways. To help prevent confusion, PPUATS continues to refer to the program as “STU.” 

Purpose of this Document 
PPUATS intends to direct the use of STU funds toward projects which will benefit the entire region, 

rather than projects which benefit only single communities or small parts of the urbanized area. 

Approximately $5.77M total is available for New Roadway and Existing Roadway projects in FYs 23-24. 

This amount represents the estimated total FYs 23-24 STU allocation of $6.93M, minus the $1.44M Pilot 

Program Set-Aside. 

This document explains the procedures for applying for funding and establishes the evaluation criteria 

PPUATS will use to guide project selection. It is important to note that the evaluation criteria are a guide 

to aid members with the selection process. Selection criteria and project scores are not meant to be the 

sole determinant in project selection. PPUATS may choose a lower scoring project based on funding 

availability, significant regional priority, severe safety concerns, or other non-quantitative factors. 

Pilot Program 
For the FYs 2021-22 Funding Years, PPUATS Policy established a Pilot Program to set aside 20% of the 

region’s STU funds for resurfacing projects. PPUATS Policy established the program in response to the 

lack of state and local funds for road maintenance. Three (3) resurfacing projects received PPUATS STU 

funds through the FYs 21-22 Resurfacing Pilot Program.  

As of the writing of these Instructions and Criteria, no resurfacing projects have been funded through 

the Pilot Program have received funding. As such, PPUATS Policy has had no opportunity to evaluate the 

effectiveness of the Pilot Program.

7. Applications must be submitted on-line. 

Eligible Activities

4. Transportation alternatives, including recreational trails.

Project Prioritization 
The over-arching goal of PPUATS is to direct the use of STU funds toward projects which are regionally 

significant. A regionally significant project is one that will benefit the entire region, instead of a single 

community or a small part of the urbanized area. 

Priorities 
Over the years, PPUATS has utilized several resources and spent countless hours to develop an objective 

project selection process. One essential resource remains the FAST Act, the Federal highway bill that 

enables the STU program. The goals of the FAST Act, listed below, are the foundation upon which 

PPUATS has built its STU selection process. 

• Safety – To achieve a significant reduction in traffic fatalities and serious injuries on all public 

roads. 

• Infrastructure Condition – To maintain the highway infrastructure asset system in a state of 

good repair 

• Congestion Reduction – To achieve a significant reduction in congestion on the National 

Highway System 

• System Reliability – To improve the efficiency of the surface transportation system 

• Freight Movement and Economic Vitality – To improve the National Highway Freight Network, 

strengthen the ability of rural communities to access national and international trade markets,

• Woodford County Asset Feasibility, Data Collection, and Management Project – $9,500 

Call for Projects 

Staff released a call for projects to all jurisdictions in the urbanized area on July 17, 2019. The 

call was open from that date until August 9, 2019. Staff received five requests, totaling $149,000. 

The fifth request from the Cities of Peoria and East Peoria, $60,000 for the Bob Michel Bridge 

Pedestrian Pathway Feasibility Study, was withdrawn following IDOT’s announcement of 

pedestrian improvements to the bridge as part of its FY2020-25 Multi-Year Plan. This brought 

the total amount in requests to $89,900—just less than the total available funding, $90,000. 

Project prioritization by a review committee was not required because the amount requested 

was less than the amount available. Instead, staff evaluated each request to ensure that it was 

(1) eligible for PL-FTA funding, (2) met goals of the FAST Act and Envision HOI, and (3) carried 

some amount of regional significance. After thorough review, staff determined that all four 

requested studies were eligible for and worthy of funding. 

Background 

PPUATS Policy set aside $90,000 of FY20 PL/FTA funds for local jurisdictions to undertake 

special transportation planning projects. Jurisdictions may apply for all or part of the $90,000. 

Projects may be phased, but there is no guarantee that additional funding will be made 

available in future years. No match is required, although projects which have local, confirmed 

match will be given higher consideration. Because of the stipulations of the PL/FTA funding 

source, projects must be completed by December 31, 2020.

Project Title 
Morton Bike Master Plan 

Project Overview 
The Bike Master Plan will evaluate all bicycle facility types to create a master plan that considers 
the varied needs of different rider types, surrounding land uses, and trip types and connects 
bikeable destinations within the Village. In addition to local destinations, the trail heads that 
connect to regional bikeways will be connected to the Morton network so that trips from the 
entire region can easily and safely connect to the destinations in Morton. The master plan will 
include a map of the proposed bike network. Cross sections will be developed that provide 
recommendations for widening, restriping, ROW needs, and parking availability. 

FAST Act Requirements 
The Morton Bike Master Plan meets the requirements of the 23 USC 134 of the FAST Act.  The 
project is a bicycle plan that will provide a comprehensive plan for the Village. The funds will 
not be used for any engineering or construction. 

FAST Act and HOI Long Range Transportation Goals 
The Morton Bike Master Plan meets several goals of the FAST act including: 

• Safety – proper bike infrastructure will improve the safety of cyclists. The master plan 
will evaluate the needs of different user types so that there is a well-connected network of 
routes for casual and confident riders. 

• Congestion Reduction – An adequate bicycle network will allow travelers to switch from 
passenger vehicles to bicycles which will reduce congestion experienced on the network. 

 
The Morton Bike Master Plan meets several goals of the Envision HOI: Heart of Illinois 2015 
Long range Transportation Plan including: 

• Safety, Security, and Public Health 
o Improve Safety for all Transportation Users - proper bike infrastructure will 

improve the safety of cyclists. The master plan will evaluate the needs of different 
user types so that there is a well-connected network of routes for casual and 
confident riders. 

o Facilitate Healthy, Active Living – bicycle networks encourage non-motorized 
travel and the plan will allow the Village to expand and improve the bicycle 
facilities throughout the Village.

Scope of Work and Budget 
The Scope of Services to be provided is limited to the following: 

• Review of existing planning documents, previous work, and bike trail policies 
• Review of Morton Park District planning documents 
• Coordination with Morton Park District and the Bike Morton group 
• Identification of potential routes connecting trip generators 
• Determine recommended routes based on identifiable constraints and implementation 

challenges including:  route continuity, bicycle user type, bicycle level of traffic stress, 
vehicle user safety, vehicle capacity, cost, right-of-way, existing infrastructure, and 
existing roadway functional classification 

• Provide typical section exhibits for recommended bike trail routes 
• Provide a map showing locations of existing routes, proposed routes, and destinations 
• Provide order of magnitude opinions of probable cost for budgeting purposes 
• Prepare a report with findings and recommendations 
• Attend two (2) coordination meetings with City staff 

 
The total cost for the project is $21,000 with $16,800 funded through the PL/FTA funding 

Statement of Phasing 
The proposed Morton Bike Master Plan has a small scope and budget. Phasing the project would 
create more project administration costs than necessary. 

Statement of Completion Date 
The Morton Bike Master Plan can be completed by December 30, 2020.

Implementation 
 
Project Description:  
 
With a sizeable and deteriorating roadway network and increasingly limited financial resources 
for maintenance the City of Peoria, like most communities, is faced with difficult decisions on 
prioritization of improvements and selection of treatment/construction methods on an annual 
basis.  Infrastructure Solutions has developed its Decision Optimization Technology software to 
address this issue, and the City of Peoria, along with several other local jurisdictions, is 
interested in utilizing this tool to maximize the value of funds spent on roadway maintenance.   
 
Implementation of this data-driven system for roadway selection addresses the FAST Act goals 
of maintaining the infrastructure asset system in a state of good repair and improving the 
efficiency of the surface transportation system.  It also aligns with the 2015 Envision HOI Long 
Range Transportation Plan goals to reduce the cost of maintenance and to manage the 
transportation system efficiently.  In fact, this system will provide data specifically designed to 
demonstrate the performance measures of an efficient and resilient transportation system, 
including reducing the percentage of roadways in “poor” or “fair” condition in the urbanized area 
and reducing the percentage of roadways in the “critical backlog” in the urbanized area.

The proposed project consists of purchase and implementation of the Decision Optimization 
Technology software – including coordination with Infrastructure Solutions to upload the City of 
Peoria’s pavement and GIS data and assistance from Hanson Professional Services to guide 
decision making for prioritization metrics (including both technical aspects and softer community 
importance metrics).  Infrastructure Solutions will also train City staff how to effectively utilize the 
software so it can operate independently in future years.  The specifics of the budget are 
included in the following table.

* City staff time is not included in the estimate above and is considered an additional part of the 

community match above and beyond 20% of the capital expenditure. 

 
While the project does not include direct collaboration with another community, pricing of the 
software package made available to the tri-county area is aided by Peoria’s participation.  If less 
funding than applied for is received the City of Peoria can adjust the funding source allocation in 
order to proceed with the project. 
 
The City of Peoria intends to complete the proposed project by December 31, 2020.  The 
Decision Optimization Technology Software will be used along with pavement survey data from 
the spring of 2020 to select roads for pavement preservation for fall of 2020 and beyond, along 
with creating a plan for resurfacing and reconstruction for the next five years.  The cost of 
ongoing software maintenance fees will be borne by the City.

FY 2020 Special Transportation Projects 

INTRODUCTION 

$90,000 of FY20 PL/FTA funds is being programmed for local jurisdictions to undertake special 

transportation planning projects in FY20.  Jurisdictions may apply for all or part of the $90,000 

but may not request any amount beyond $90,000. Projects may be phased, but there is no 

guarantee that additional funding will be made available in future years.  

No match is required, although projects which have local, confirmed match will be given higher 

consideration. 

Because of the stipulations of the Federal PL/FTA funding source, projects must be completed 

by December 31, 2020. 

ELIGIBLE PROJECTS 

Funds must be used for transportation planning projects that meet the requirements of the FAST 

Act, in particular 23 USC 134. (These are the same requirements that PPUATS staff uses under 

its responsibilities as an MPO.)  

Examples of eligible projects include: 

• Traffic operation – planning studies 

• Corridor plans and feasibility studies, 

• Bicycle/pedestrian plans, 

• Transit planning, including para-transit, 

• Air quality planning, 

• Travel demand modeling or GIS,  

• Data collection and analysis, 

• Safety and security planning, 

• Storm water planning as it applies to transportation, 

• Congestion management planning, 

• Multimodal planning, 

• Passenger rail planning, 

• Freight planning, including air 

• Asset management, 

• Transportation system management (environmental mitigation) 

This is not a complete list of eligible projects. To determine if your project is eligible, please 

discuss with staff. Engineering and construction are NOT eligible.

TCRPC will hire the 

consultant using TCRPC procurement procedures in order to ensure that all federal regulations 

are followed. Funds may be used for travel expenses by the consultant; however, funds may not 

be used to purchase capital items (e.g., computers).
